Send out your resumes


The medical device industry is largely a cottage industry composed of thousands of small companies. Unlike the large companies that interview on campus, many of these companies are too small to justify sending recruiters to campus. If you want to work in the medical device industry, you need to spend a few hundred dollars to send out your resume to a hundred or so companies. The probability of success is small with each company, but by seeking a job with many, you may be successful.

Work in Madison

If you want to work in Madison, obtain the Greater Madison area directory of high-tech companies, for $40 (this year’s version) or free (last year’s version) at http://www.mge.com/EcoDev/business/htd.htm. It lists 421 high-tech firms. Many make medical devices, such as Ohmeda GE Healthcare (http://www.gehealthcare.com/usen/about/about.html), Thermo Nicolet (http://www.thermo.com/com/cda/landingpage/0,,52,00.html?ca=spectroscopy), Lunar GE Healthcare (http://www.gehealthcare.com/usen/interoperability/dicom/products/boneden_dicom.html), etc.
