With your colleague, you have the opportunity to identify a teaching and learning project on which you would like to work;.  This investigation may or may not be related to the issue you discuss during your facilitated discussion described above.  In addition, you and your colleague may agree to work on separate issues in which case he or she may peer-review your project.  Consider the following questions: 

· What teaching and learning issues are important to you?  Why?

· How does this issue relate, if at all, to your project? 

· What is the current situation from which this project is evolving?  

· What is the problem on which you’d like to focus?  

· What experience, if any, do other participants have related to this problem/issue?  

The group will determine by consensus a means to verify meaningful progress on your investigation by the end of Ways of Knowing: Ways of Practice.  Consider a one page summary.
